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hidden escalator at the back of the Rialto to
Flinders Lane. Just beyond the corrugated back
wall of Le Meridien Hotel is Sataybar, a nifty litile
lunch spot where skewered beef, chicken or tofu
are set on the grill until smoky, doused in peanut
sauce and racked up with vegie crackers and achar
salad — just like your west Javanese grandma
used to make. Lunch plates are top value, but pace
yourself if you intend to complete the tour, and
dine by the skewer. . .
